Adult Education Program

A new video will be distributed at the Central Section Fall Annual Meeting for associations to use as a resource for adult education sessions.  Sectionals or State Tournaments will not be awarded to associations who do not conduct parent education. Associations were reminded that all coaches must attend the adult education training. Best practices for parent education were shared and included:

· Parent education sessions held with parents by age division and programs tailored accordingly

· Use of relevant news articles 

· Board positions created for Adult Education Coordinator 

· Zero tolerance jackets were worn by facility staff

· Referee and Chief was invited to attend sessions and talk about rule changes

· Strike systems for adults who do not comply with zero tolerance

Laurie Williams has agreed to serve as the Adult Education Coordinator for the 2007-08 season.

Girls Teams/Programs suffered retention issues this season across the section.  Gary Lebrun recommended that associations continue playing girls on the boy’s teams and combine as geographically convenient to have a combined girls monthly practice/scrimmages.  This would allow for a larger talent pool of girls at the various levels in the future.

Coaches Screening 

Due to the rising cost of background checks, USA Hockey is moving to conducting background checks every three years.

Voter Delegate Forms and State Tournament Hosting

CCYHA did not receive the forms for voter delegation or to host the 2008 State Tournaments that were mailed in January 2007.  This resulted in missing deadlines for application to host the State Tournaments.
